This is a joint North South Project involving two subject teaching organisations – the Irish Science Teachers’ Association and the Association for Science Education Northern Ireland Region in partnership with the Northern Ireland Education and Library Boards Science Advisors’ Group.  The project aims to promote science and technology among the 11 – 14 age group over a two-year period in the border regions and Northern Ireland.  It provides the opportunity to bring together pupils, teachers and key players in the science education community in an organised framework involving dialogue, cross community and cross border working with joint visits between schools in the target areas.  

This proposed project will encourage an innovative and creative approach to teaching and learning in the field of science and technology. Both jurisdictions are experiencing curricular change at the present time in science and technology and this is an opportunity to model an integrated approach to science and technology education at primary and early post primary levels.  

The project proposes to involve a large number of teachers North and South and, through them, a large number of pupils, who will be the ultimate beneficiaries of this project.  The beneficiaries will be drawn from the target areas i.e. the Border Areas and Northern Ireland.  
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
