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As a part of European Science and Technology Week a delegation of 8 physics teachers and lecturers represented Ireland at the Physics on Stage 3 conference held at the European Space Agency at ESTEC, Noordwijk, The Netherlands from 8th-15th November.  The delegates presented demonstration material assembled from submissions by Irish physics teachers and physicists.  The delegates also attended conference lectures, presentations and workshops. The  National Steering Committee and team are compiling a new teaching resource booklet similar to that distributed to all physics teachers after POS2.

The team also give workshops based on the many demonstrations from the festival. Physics on stage 3 is a collaborative project between seven major European research organizations, collectively known as EIROforum, and the European Commission, and is supported in Ireland by Forfás, the Department of Education and Science and the Institute of Physics in Ireland. The next festival will encompass all the scientific disciplines, be called "Science on Stage" and will be held at CERN in 2005.
