The curricula for Upper Secondary Schools in Sweden been  revised about 10 years ago.

There is a national curriculum. This curriculum gives targets, and grading target goals. Teachers have to  select which areas to emphasis and which methods to use. 

Teacher and students are supposed to have impact on the  planning for education. When teachers are encouraged by curriculum to empower their planning, this  will  call for teachers Pedagogical Content Knowledge (PCK). 

The purpose of this study is to determine what content  one Biology course staged by different teachers will have. The focus is on  variation of planning in biology.

The questions that will be discussed  are

What variation in methods and emphasis appears in teachers planning for Biology?

Are any factors more important for teacher when planning for the  Biology course? If so which?

Which emphases are claimed for different topics in the Biology course?

What qualifications in students are teachers aiming for?

In order to give a broad view on differences, variation in planning an survey have been carried out. The population are teachers in Upper Secondary School, that teaches in the Natural Science Programme. The survey is  supplemented by interviews. The study  focus on one biology  course, compulsory in the natural science programme.
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
