• Avoid difficult words 

• Write concretely 

• Action direct and simple 

• Avoid symbolic language 

• Use short sentences 

• Be concise 

• Positive sense 

 



Layout in easy to read 

• Clear and attractive layout 

• Wide margines and generous spacing 

• Text in shorter blocks 

• Typeface clear 

• Use Arial, Verdana, Tahoma 

• Use  type size 12 – 14 points 

• Sufficiant contrast
