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Theme 1. Hunger in School
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The pupll responses from 5th and 6th class in all the
participating schools revealed extremely high levels
of variation across schools (from 6% to 33%)
regarding pupil hunger in school affecting their
learning. In two schools, there was an exceptionally
high level of pupils (33%) who stated that they were
either often, very often or every day too hungry to
do their work Iin school.
