5. DCU Colleges update
DK thanked CM and JM for all her hard work over the last three years representing the Quality Office from St. Patrick’s College and Mater Dei Institute respectively.  

DK noted the departure of MF, representing All Hallows College from the DCU Quality Promotion Committee.  DK thanked MF for her considerable contributes to quality, both within All Hallows College, and as a member of DCU QPC.
6. Irish Survey of Student Engagement (ISSE) 

AMcK presented the high level summary results from the 2016 ISSE report to QPC.  DCU had the highest participation rate in the ISSE of any Irish university in 2016.  The results will be further shared with faculties and where possible, programme level results distributed during 1st semester 2016/17.

7. DCU Incorporation
DK updated QPC on quality assurance impact of DCU Incorporation in the coming year.  In 2016/17, the DCU Institute of Education will be represented by two faculty members of the committee.  These have yet to be appointed.  To date, considerable work has been undertaken within the quality offices of DCU and incorporation institutions to align quality processes between institutions, and this is likely to continue into 2016/17.
8. Quality and Qualifications Ireland (QQI)
It was noted that QQI have now published the Core Statutory Guidelines and Sector Specific Guidelines for Designated Award bodies.  It was noted that DCU will be expected to pay regard to both the core and sector specific guidelines in the development of their internal quality assurance processes.  Alignment with these guidelines will also be considered as part of any future institutional review of DCU by the QQI.

It was noted that QQI has initiated work on the development of the university handbook for Institutional Reviews. It was noted that AMcK will represent IUA Quality Officer on QQI working group to development University Handbook for Institutional Reviews.  QPC shall receive further updates on the progress of this work as it is completed.
