CK from St. Patricks College advised that AMcK attended their QPC meeting on the 8th February and gave a presentation on the DCU 1st year Student Experience Survey.  St Patricks College are continuing to look at transition structures for quality in collaboration with DCU QPO.
6. Irish Survey of Student Engagement (ISSE) 
AMcK and BK updated QPC on ISSE. It’s the 3rd and final week for students to respond to the 2016 survey. 2200 responses have been received to date.  We already have a 31% response rate this year DCU seems to be well ahead of the University’s average. AMcK thanked the Students’ Unions for their excellent promotion and communications this year.  AMcK also thanked the ISSE Communications Working Group who met twice to discuss how to help co-ordinate a tri-institutional approach to the roll-out of the ISSE.
7. DCU Incorporation

DK updated QPC on quality highlights of the DCU Incorporation process to date.
AMcK and KM discussed having 3 QPC members on board for the Faculty of Education and the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences QPC membership, this is to provide new staff with an increase exposure to decision structures of Quality.  A discussion took place and there was a mixed view on increasing the membership of the two Faculties to three members.
