5. DCU Colleges update

MF from All Hallows College advised the QPC that she is working on Supervision of Phd Students and overseeing exams.  She is also working on record management and data going back to 1842 to pass onto the trust.
6. Irish Survey of Student Engagement (ISSE) 
AMcK and BK updated QPC on ISSE. It is now closed with a response rate of 32%, with over 2000 student responses.  The next steps are to work on a cross campus institutional approach putting all ISSE results together and making them available to all programme chairs.  The ISSE group want to work on progressing feedback from the survey back to students.
AMcK and BK are also working on a Cluster level paper together with Maynooth ad Athlone.

9. Proposal on 2017/18 Thematic Formative Review- Digital Learning
QPC were in agreement to have a Thematic Formative Review of Digital Learning in 2017, with a challenge to identify approach to external stakeholders.  AMcK discussed this with Mark Browne and he suggested using an International Framework, ACODE Benchmarks for Technology Enhanced Learning from Australasian Council.  This is to be discussed at the next QPC meeting to finalise goals and terms of reference for the review.

Action: QPC to discuss finalising goals and terms of reference for the review.

10. Quality Enhancement Theme for 2016/17- The Student Voice
AMcK discussed the development of a Quality Enhancement Theme for 2016/17 to provide a thematic focus for discussion at QPC in relation to quality enhancement, initiatives and activities in DCU and encourage creation of new initiatives between QPO and other units. The QPC agreed on the development of this project, but would like to change the title name from ‘Theme’ to ‘Focus’ this is to be agreed at the next meeting.  Student Life was also discussed to include engagement in Clubs and Social Societies and focus on student life and university experience for both full and part time students and Postgrad Students.
