Undergraduate Study

Applications are accepted from October 1 until July 1 of the academic year of study.

Applications (see www.dcu.ie/international for application methods) should include most recent transcripts,
SAT or ACT grades, information on AP tests, a reference from a guidance counsellor or teacher and a school
profile if applicable. IB Diploma applicants should only include diploma details and reference with the
application. All applicants should submit a photocopy of their passport or birth certificate.
